Synopsis of the 

SYNOD 
 

How is the SYNOD 

determining what needs 

to be done to change the 

direction of the Church 

of Detroit.  The idea for the SYNOD started 

percolating in Archbishops Vigneronôs mind as he 

prayed about evangelization.  In December, 2014 

there was a survey of the clergy on how to 

implement the New Evangelization.  In May of 2015 

Archbishop Vigneron mentioned his intention to 

convoke the SYNOD.  Then the work from surveys, 

to prayer teams began.  The Archdiocese of Detroit 

was asking the Holy Spirit to help us encounter Jesus 

and change to become joyful missionaries.  Surveys 

were conducted at every parish in the Archdiocese.  

These answers were cumulated and there were 

11,131 responses that were categorized according to 

themes or ideas that would make further study easier.  

Some of the top categories included; Education and 

faith formation (1,229) , Parish Ministries(827), 

Personal Experiences/Everyday life (824), Service 

and Outreach (804), Communication and Marketing 

(735), Worship (580), Prayer (523), archdiocesan 

leadership (486), Marriage and family (477) and 

living our faith (426).  The teams focused on four 

specific areas; the individual, the family, the parish 

and the archdiocese.  The results were further 

dissected by dialogue gatherings and divided into 

members by categories.  These teams based on the 

individual, the family, the parish, and the 

Archdiocese further broke down the responses and 

did additional surveys to try to capture three basic 

questions.  What are the people of the Archdiocese of 

Detroit telling us?  What does it mean?  And what 

are we to do about it?  The team developed visions 

and propositions that tried to capture these three 

questions.  Next week we will cover the four visions 

and on March 19th between the 9am and 11am 

Masses we will go over the propositions in Father 

Kreft Hall and discuss the next steps in the evolution 

of the Archdiocese.
