Synopsis of the SYNOD 
 

The four visions of the SYNOD focused on the individual, the family, the Parish 

and the archdiocese of Detroit.  The following are key excerpts from the vision in 

each of these areas. 
 

Individuals Vision Statement ï Every person in the Archdiocese of Detroit, 

through personal encounter with Jesus Christ, embraces their identity as a son or daughter of God; and who, in 

the power of the Holy Spirit, is formed and sent as a joyful missionary disciple. 
 

Families Vision Statement ï Families who, having embraced their role as the domestic church, actively seek 

the spiritual and social renewal of their neighborhoods, schools, and places of work.  Such families and 

individuals would display a counter-culture way of living: grounded in prayer, Sacraments and attention to 

Scripture; and joyful confidence in the providence of God even in difficult and stressful times. 
 

Parishes Vision Statement ï Parishes that are founded upon prayer and a culture of encounter with Jesus that 

leads to a readiness to welcome others and mobilized to evangelize: invite, connect, mentor and send people 

into mission.  Every activity and resource of the parish would be in alignment with the fundamental 

commitment to evangelization.  Parish leadership would manifest a healthy teamwork that is oriented to equip 

parishioners with the necessary training, formation, planning and resources to initiate and realize meaningful 

endeavors to extend the Gospel to every corner of parish territory. 
 

Archdiocesan Central Services Vision Statement ï An Archdiocesan Central service that is positioned to 

provide strategic and structural support to parishes and other Catholic entities, and that models the personal, 

spiritual and leadership characteristics of joyful missionary disciples.

Beginning at 10 am we will have a 45 minute 

discussions on the propositions.   We will review what the SYNOD believes were the critical issues and share 

some of Archbishops Vigneronôs thoughts based on what he heard from each team.
